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The International, Official, monthly “Federal Saints Journal” covers the Story of, History of, and Information and News on, the St Andrew's Schools situated in Blantyre, Malawi, (formerly
Nyasaland). The publication covers News and Information on any, and all, Pupils and Staff of the Schools over the years, and also aspects of the History of the Country and Current Affairs and News and other
Items of interest. The School was started as a Government backed KG and Junior School for European children under the auspices of the Church of Scotland Mission in 1938. The Mission built the original School
on their land, (today occupied by the Mwaiwathu Private Hospital Complex in Blantyre, the original School building is today part of that Hospital.)

The School became a Nyasaland Government School in 1947, and was transferred to the Federal Government in 1953. In 1955 construction started on a new Senior School in Nyambadwe. The Std 5 Juniors
moved there in mid-1956, and the first Senior Classes started on 28th January 1957. Those first Senior Pupils, (approx 60 in number), are known as the “Club 57”. Also in 1957 work started on a new Junior
School in Sunnyside. The KG children and some of the Juniors remained at the old "Mission School" while the rest temporarily moved to Nyambadwe until their new School was finished the following year.

As from 27th January 1958 the three schools were administratively separated and re-named. They became 'St Andrew's KG School' and 'St Andrew's Preparatory School' (SAPS), (in Sunnyside),
and 'St Andrew's High School' (SAHS), (at Nyambadwe). In 1965 the High School changed its name to 'St Andrew's Secondary School (SASS)' and in 1981 all three schools became independently
financed “International” Schools. The Preparatory School became 'St Andrew's International Preparatory School' (SAIPS) and the High School reverted to its original name and became 'St Andrew's
International High School' (SaintS). These names still stand today.

The period that the Journal focuses on is “The Federal Period” which started on 7th September 1953 until 3rd July 1964, (the last School Day before Independence). All pupils, of all the St Andrew's
Schools, during this period are refered to as “The Federal Saints”. Some earlier and later Pupils are also members of the Group as well as a few Convent pupils and other interested parties.
The monthly FS Journal started publication in January 2005, as the “Federal Saints Newsletter”, as a result of a quest by Ian “Witty” Whitfield to track down as many of the 'old-Saints' as he could and
make contact with them. After 4 years of publication the name was changed to “The Federal Saints Journal”. "Witty" is still the Editor and Administrator of the Group and the WebSite.
While not having Officers, Trustees or Patrons we are honoured to have within our membership many former Teachers, the current Headmasters of both the St Andrew's Schools, the Society of Malawi, the
High Commissioner for Malawi (in South Africa), the Nyasaland Police Association (NyPol) and other interested persons and organisations. It is a 'non-profit” Group voluntarily funded by the members.
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'Moni' Saints - Mulibwanji?

Gauteng Saints Reunion and a full report of this as
well as a selection of photos is included in this issue. We
had a good turn-out and it seems to have been enjoyed
by all who attended!! Thanks to all the Saints who
participated, the helpers and the Venue for
accommodating us so well.

BEFRIENDING BORIS

Who recalls his Malawi Childhood -

and a rather unusual Playmate!

In the late 1960's my siblings, Neil, Fiona and I had
the privilege of living in Malawi as the Sun set on the
'Colonial Era'.

My Father, a Seafaring Scotsman, was employed
by the Malawi Railways Lake Service in the "Warm
Heart of Africa" as the Master of the "MV Ilala". This
engagingly quaint 620 ton Steamer ploughed up and
down Lake Malawi from Monkey Bay in the South to
Karonga in the North. In fact, it still does just that to
this day and celebrated its 60th Birthday in 2009.

The Ilala was based at Monkey Bay and it was
here that we had our family home. Idyllic School
Holidays from St Andrews Preparatory School and
High School in Blantyre were spent in the clear blue
waters of one of the largest inland Lakes in the World.
It was here that we first uncounted the Hippo that
was to be in our lives for a number of years.

The children of Monkey Bay came up with the
name "Boris".

He literally appeared out of the blue one day,
much to the shock of my poor Mother. Lake Malawi
has a fairly large population of Hippo and Crocodiles
but they seem to avoid the slightly busier Monkey
Bay with its Harbour, holiday traffic and fairly large
local population

The common view was that Boris came from
Coffee Bay, next door, and had reached an age when
he was no longer productive to the Herd. Much like
the "Eskimos" used to do, he was unceremoniously
excommunicated and sent on his way.

Befriending Hippos is not usually good for your
health!! They probably account for more deaths in
rural Africa than Crocodiles and Snakes combined.
Though they are mostly Herbivorous Mammals and
Humans are not on their daily menu, their powerful
jaws, suspicious temperaments and sheer bulk of up
to three tons makes them a formidable foe!!

What better pals to develop then, than the
unsuspecting Humans next door in Monkey Bay? So
there he arrived unannounced. One minute you were
swimming and the next there was a full-grown Hippo
eye-balling you!!

He would suddenly barge out of the water and
romp all over the beach, much to the delight of the
ever-increasing crowds. His fame spread far-and-wide
and, if I recall, he was a centre-spread in one of the
British Sunday Newspapers.

There was a raft about 100m out in the Lake from
the Monkey Bay Railway Club and this was his
favourite hangout. He would let us swim out and then
keep us stranded on the raft as he circled around,
walking, as Hippos do, on the Lake bed. One glorious
Summer afternoon I had to escort my Sister Fiona
back to shore while Boris followed behind.

In the Footsteps of
Laurens van der Post in Malawi

By William Atkinson

It's more than half a Century since Laurens van
der Post's Expedition to Mount Mulanje in Malawi
ended in tragedy. Here, his friend retraces the writer's
journey.

Mount Mulanje, Malawi

I climbed a Mountain in Africa at an age nearly too
old. Before I did, I mentioned the idea to a friend.
"This," she said, "is the start of Dementia. You are 74.
You know little about climbing. It is irresponsible!"

But I had a purpose in going. This concerned the
South African writer Laurens van der Post, a friend of
mine in his old age. In 1949, on a mission for the
British Government, he flew to Nyasaland, (now
Malawi), and journeyed across Mount Mulanje with

two Foresters and some Porters to assess the
Mountain's Livestock Capacity. During a five-day
rainstorm one of the Foresters, Fred France, was swept
over a precipice by a torrent; the rope holding him
snapped and he was killed. Laurens's book "Venture to
the Interior", which became a bestseller, describes the
accident.

After Laurens died, J.D.F. Jones, known to all as
"JDF", wrote a biography of him. Concerning "Venture
to the Interior", JDF claimed Laurens had "absurdly
inflated the mystique and menace of Mulanje, and the
scale of his Expedition". I felt the disparagement was
wrong. I resolved to retrace Laurens's journey on
Mulanje and find out for myself!

I asked Chris Badger of "Wilderness Safaris" in
Malawi to arrange the trip for May, the month Laurens
was on the Mountain, but he demurred, saying: "Some
of the dry riverbeds are currently raging torrents." So I
went in September.

I flew overnight to Johannesburg, then to Chileka
Airport, near Blantyre. Michael Muyafula, one of
Badger's Guides, met me there. In the afternoon heat
and glare he drove me towards Mulanje, some 70
miles away. The roads swarmed with people of all
ages, some walking, some on bicycles freighted with
massive loads. The most notable was a trussed Pig,
stretched out on a board and draped with Banana
leaves to keep it cool!

Eventually, at the far end of a plain Mulanje
appeared, an immense form of dark rock rising
perpendicular for several thousand feet, withdrawing
somewhat, then rising sheer and magisterial again.
Wraiths of mist drifted across its lower reaches. It
conveyed an atmosphere of tranquil power, and I
understood why Rider Haggard had used it as the
setting for his novel "People of the Mist".

Ascending gradually to about 2,000ft, we reached
Likhubula Forest Lodge, my resting place for the night
at Mulanje's base. There I met the Lead Guide,
Mckenzie Chitseko. I produced my map, and he
marked the route we would take. Talking with
Mckenzie and Michael, I saw that Chris Badger had
chosen well. They had a quiet assurance, and
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(Trueman)
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Mount Mulanje

Eventually it was arranged! I received a letter
about 10 days later, from Buckingham Palace, telling
me when the greeting would be delivered. I then had
to try and get Bobby to intercept it. So that they
received it on 'The Day'.

I have been trying, (Bobby will tell you very
trying!!), since then to get him to scan it and eMail it
to me. Bobby is not very good on the computer and it
was a long wait. My fingers have been crossed all this
time that he would eventually get a copy to me. In
time for the next Journal, as Witty had kept a space
for it.

Apparently they were thrilled with the Greetings
and Bob was described as showing it to everyone and
walking around like a dog with two tails. not knowing
which one to wag!

[I have now been asked to help get a 100th

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waterfalls and across rivers. Occasionally we passed
men coming down, some carrying Timber on their
heads. In open areas we saw the high forested slopes.

In the late afternoon we reached the Hut which
had been the home of Fred France, his Wife and baby
Daughter. Inside were pictures and memorabilia. A
young Dutch couple had arrived earlier, and they
dined with the Guides and me by the fire.

In this Chambe area, when Laurens came, the
scent of Cedars was everywhere; now most of the
Cedars had gone, cut down for Timber, firewood and
charcoal. Pines have largely replaced them.

The following two days were alike: up at first light,
5.30am, departure just before 8am, and a full day's
tramp across spectacular terrain to the next Hut,
arriving before darkness and cold came at about 6pm.

It became clear that Mulanje is a Massif, not just
one Mountain. Sixteen miles long and 13 wide, it is a
spread of plains, ravines, ridges, rivers, Forests and
sheet-rock cliffs dominated by some 20 massive grey
peaks. Hiking mostly below 9,000ft we encountered
all this terrain, fortunately in good weather. In a hard
rain, parts would have been a hazardous ordeal, and
without a Guide it would have been easy to get lost;
sometimes the path vanished. And, of course, there
was Mulanje's intermittent shroud of mist. I thought of
the Brazilian Gabriel Bushman who strayed and died
there in 2009.

In addition to the dramatic scenery and sense of
freedom it gave, one of the delights of those days was
the company of the Guides. They educated me
through their knowledge of Plants and Wildflowers,
and their discernment of Birds, Animals and
landscape features I would never have noticed. The
highlight was a Leopard, almost invisible in the long
grass!

The fourth day on Mulanje had an emotional
charge, because we trudged into the great Ruo Gorge,
where Fred France had died more than 60 years
before. When we came to the spot, the riverbed was
dry, the grasses tangled and glittering in the vivid
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spoke knowledgeably about the Mountain.

Alone in my room, I felt the reality of the task
ahead. Paraphrasing Nelson, the time comes when
you must put your ship alongside the enemy. In this
case, though, it was important not to regard Mulanje
as an enemy. I felt deeply that I should respect the
Mountain, and begin in the right spirit. This sentiment
is no stranger to climbers. I recalled a letter written by
the usually ebullient Scott Fischer before he led an
expedition on Everest in the disastrous 1996 season.
"I have to be humble," Fischer wrote, "because I don't
want to die in the Mountains." He perished on Everest
that year!

At a modest 10,000ft, Mulanje is not an Everest,
and therein lies the beguilement. A Mountain has
many killers; altitude is only one of them.

Despite these thoughts I felt elated as I set out
next morning with Mckenzie and Michael. Four Porters
carrying kit and food for five days and four nights
went in advance, planning to reach the Forester's Hut
at 6,000ft. I carried just a daypack and a stick.

The weather was bright, the trail gentle at first,
later becoming rocky and steep, testing one's hip and
knee power. We moved through Pine Forests, past

morning light. France had attempted to cross when
the river was raging and had been swept away. I
touched the lip of the crevice where his rope had
snapped. It was a sombre moment, the end of a
pilgrimage!

We paid our respects, climbed out of the Gorge
and hiked east to Madzeka Hut, our last stop before
coming off Mulanje the following day.

Reflecting on events now, it seems strange that
JDF, knowing how France died, could write that
dismissive comment about Laurens's journey. I can
only say his remark is of the kind made by a man who
has never traversed the Mountain.

I asked Chris Badger whether he had ever
explored Mulanje in bad weather. "Only once," he
said. "And it was very frightening."

VP-YIM, c/no 87, together with her twin Sister 86,
(VP-YIL ‘Duiker’) was delivered to the Central African
Airways base at Belvedere, Salisbury on September
11th 1950. They were the first of 9 Beavers bought by
CAA to provide Air Services to the more remote
Airstrips in the Federation of Rhodesia and Nyasaland.

They were truly the “½ ton Pick-Up Trucks of the
Bush”, playing a vital role in the social development
of the Federation by linking together remote
inaccessible areas, and transporting everything from
car spares to new-born babies! CAA’s motto was
“Conservimus Africae Alis”, (We serve Africa with
wings) – and they certainly did!

Three of the Beavers were lost in accidents, but
six survived the break-up of the Federation in 1964,
and the dissolution of CAA in 1967. ‘Duiker’ was a

survivor, and is still flying today in Canada as CF-GRA.
Unfortunately ‘Impala’ was one of the Beavers
written-off.

On April 21st 1956, shortly after taking-off from
Chileka Airport, Blantyre en-route for Lilongwe, VP-YIM
suffered loss of power during the initial climb, and
crash-landed at Lunzu, 16kms North of Blantyre, and
about 6kms NE of the Chileka runway.

Damaged beyond repair, she was probably
broken-up at Chileka and used for spares. CAA had to
wait five months for a replacement, (VP-YOR –
‘Lechwe’ c/n 981 -25/09/56).

This Actress has great potentiallties which could be

better exploited than in this type of froth, Last night

she produced warmth, anger and jealousy in believable

proportions, extending the situations rather

unnecessarily for Comedy, but showing as a result,

this emotional meat was her dish. Her first act is best

forgotten.

CHAPTER V I.

Natural Resources, Trade and Industry.

Many Economic Minerals are known to exist in

Nyasaland, among them Gold, Mica, Asbestos,

Graphite, Kyanite, Corundum, Zircon, Bauxite and

Coal, most of which have been worked, at least

experimentally, in the past, and are worthy of careful

re-examination. Development of these deposits has

been hampered to some extent by unfavourable

transport conditions. In addition, in the absence of

detailed surveys, definite knowledge whether the

deposits are large enough to admit of Economic

Working is not available. Interest at present centres

upon the possible development of the Sumbu

Coalfield near Port Herald. Of the other known

resources the more important are the Bauxite

(Aluminium ore) of Mlanje Mountain, the Mount

Waller Coalfield near Livingstonia, and the raw

materials for the manufacture of Cement.

In the absence of any mineral output the

Economy of Nyasaland is based almost entirely upon

Agriculture, apart from the money which is earned by

Emigrant Workers and remitted or brought back to

their homes. The country has, for Africa, an

exceptionally fertile soil, badly abused in the past but

now being taken in-and and slowly brought back into

heart, a plentiful rainfall and climatic conditions

which enable all types of Tropical, sub-Tropical and

Temperate Plant Life to flourish in one area or

another. Remoteness from Markets, however, means

that Crops for Export must earn a comparatively high

f.o.b. price to enable them to stand the heavy

transport charges.

The main Exports are Tobacco, Tea, Cotton,

Pulses, Tung, Rice and Groundnuts. It may be of

interest to mention here that with the exception of

Sugar, Nyasaland produces every staple crop

required for an essential diet.

The most important Export Crop at present is

Tobacco. The dark-fired Tobacco which is grown by

Native Growers on Trust Land or as Tenants on

European Estates provides the main bulk for Export,

but there is still a considerable production by

European Farmers of the flue cured types; most of

the land suitable and available in the Southern

Province for the latter is now in use. Further large

and suitable areas exist in the Central Province and

are likely to be opened in the future at the conclusion

of the Experimental Work which is at present being

conducted there. The production of air-cured

Tobacco is an expanding Industry for which demand

is increasing. It is mainly in the hands of Native

Producers in the Bwanje Valley area of Ncheu, and in

the Fort Johnston and Zomba Districts. This Crop has

already equalled in size flue-cured production.

Supervision of Native grown Tobacco is in the

hands of the Agricultural Department by whom

instruction is given in the best methods of growing,

curing and grading. The Marketing of the Crop is in

the hands of the Native Tobacco Board.

Next in order of importance comes the growing

and processing of Tea, in the production of which

Nyasaland ranks first in Africa and third among the

Commonwealth Countries. A considerable amount of

Capital is required to establish a Tea Estate as an

economic unit ; the Crop is not therefore suitable for

Native Production, and it remains in the hands of

European Companies employing Native Labour. The

area in which the climatic conditions are suitable for

Tea-growing is limited, and production is at present

restricted to certain areas of Mlanje and Cholo

districts where the requisite rainfall is obtained. With

the exception of the drought year of 1942/3 the

Export of Tea has risen steadily over the past 20

years.

The production of Cotton is entirely in the hands

of Native Growers. The recent introduction of a

'Guaranteed Minimum Price' has had a very salutary

effect with the result that Exports of both Lint and

Seed are increasing annually. Ginneries have been

established in various parts of the Protectorate by

five European Companies for the handling of the

Crop.

Nyasaland's newest Crop, in which she now holds

pride of place in Africa, is Tung. Tung Oil is a very

quick drying Oil which is used in the manufacture of

high-class Varnishes and for other purposes. Between

1942, when it was first available for Export, and 1946

Exports have risen from 45,028 lbs. to 236,866 lbs.

The Industry is steadily expanding, and some 12,000

acres were in production in 1946 in the Southern

Province. In the Northern Province on the slopes of

the Vipya experimental work is being carried out in

the hopes of establishing this valuable Crop over

large areas of undeveloped land.» »

The country’s potentialities for Rice growing are

immense; at present the production of this Crop is

still in its infancy. The main areas for Rice cultivation

lie in the districts of Karonga, Mlanje, Kota Kota,

Zomba and the Lower River. Backed by a recently

introduced 'Guaranteed Minimum Price' production

is rising.

Wheat is grown in the Blantyre and Ncheu

Districts and production almost meets the Country’s

present requirements. Expansion of Wheat growing

is governed by the price factor, that is to say, the

ability of Wheat to compete with other Crops in

Financial return to the Producer.

Sisal no longer holds the major position among

Exports which it did, but it is still produced. It is used

mainly for the local manufacture of Twine and Rope,

a large amount of which is exported.

As with Cotton and Rice so with Pulses the

introduction of a 'Guaranteed Minimum Price' has

been responsible for increased production. Sufficient

are produced to satisfy local demand, and there is a

growing Export Trade with Southern Rhodesia and

South Africa.

There is only one Rubber Plantation in the

Country, at Vizara in the Chinteche District, although

there are other suitable localities for the planting of

Rubber. Production varies little from year to year.

Beeswax is collected by Natives in the Northern

Province in particular, and sold by them to Traders. It

forms a minor but steady Export Product.

During the last 4 or 5 years there has been a

large expansion in the production of Groundnuts.

This has been stimulated by the fixing of a

'Guaranteed Minimum Price', by the large demand in

Southern Rhodesia and South Africa, and by an

increased internal demand, for the local manufacture

of Soap and for Edible Oils on the part of the Natives.

Exports of Groundnuts in 1946 totalled more than

3,000,000 lbs.

Capsicums and Chillies, grown mainly by

Europeans and Indians, are a stable minor Export

Crop.

The production of Sesame is increasing and

becoming a definite Economic Crop amongst the

Natives. If Cotton prices drop there is little doubt

that it will come to the fore.

There is a small Export Trade in Strophanthus

which is gathered in the Bush by Natives for re-sale.

Soya Beans have shown a steady increase in

production over recent years, and together with

other Pulses are at present among the four major

Export Crops.

Maize is the staple Native Food Crop. Of recent

years it has been becoming increasingly difficult to

meet the internal demand with the result that there

has been very little surplus for Export.

In Animal Husbandry - Dairying is almost the only

branch taken up by Europeans and there is scope for

further development, although the available land is

limited both in area and by the presence in many

Districts of Tsetse Fly; there are also a number of

Endemic Diseases which are a constant source of

worry to Cattle Owners. Small Stock such as Pigs and

Poultry can also provide a useful income in some of

the more settled areas, but only as a side-line.

The Forest Estate of the Country is considerable,

and a scheme for its extension and improvement is

prominent among the Development Plans, which are

now being implemented. Supplies at present

forthcoming of Timber and Fuel are, however,

inadequate for the Country’s growing needs of both,

and it is unlikely that for many years to come there

will be any Timber available for Export, valuable

economically though many of the Nyasaland Woods

are. Exploitation is still mainly in the hands of the

Forestry Department, though one Concession has

already been granted to Private Enterprise and it is

expected that this practice will be extended to

others.

One final incident from my life at Bvumbwe had a
very comical side but which also resulted in my
getting a Commendation from the Commissioner of
Police. I was returning late one evening from the
Cinema in Limbe when I noticed a glow in the sky to
the right of the road. Knowing there was high quality
residential housing here I detoured and found myself
at a large house which I later learned belonged to the
General Manager of the FMB, a chap named Gale.

The house was burning merrily along and the roof
and the back half of the house was almost destroyed.
A number of neighbours and black domestics were
standing around just watching the house burn. I
enquired if somebody had called the Blantyre/Limbe
Fire Brigade, and I asked if there was anybody in the
house but nobody knew. I climbed in through

a window in the unburned part of the house and did a
quick search. I found three small children, all under
the age of ten and all fast asleep in their beds! I woke
them, put on their dressing gowns and took them to
the window through which I had climbed. I handed
them through to neighbours and was of course glad
they were safe. I don’t believe that anybody expected
they had been left by themselves in the house. In
those days it was safe enough to do so from a crime
point of view but still very unwise, as was proved.
Since there was quite a lot of valuable furniture etc in
the unburned part of the house, I busied myself in
passing this through the windows also and got quite a
lot out. I ceased this, and beat a hasty retreat, when
one of the burning ceilings fell in around me,
fortunately missing me.

At this time the town’s single Fire Engine arrived,
quite a modern 'Merriweather', manned by the
Volunteer Firemen. There were no full time Firemen in
the country at that time. Ex-officio, as Fire Chief,
wearing a most distinctive white helmet with a huge
Municipal badge on it, was the Mayor, one Dillon
Steyn. I am sure that if “London’s Burning” had been
invented, he would have seen himself as one of the
chief characters in that. He took complete charge,
ordering the others to unlimber their hoses, connect
them up to the massive Tanker which had followed the
Fire Engine and position the hoses. He took the lead
on the most strategically positioned hose, much to
the admiration of the crowd which had by now
gathered, and shouted “OK, let it go lads!”. One of the
Firemen operated the pumps on the Fire Engine and
they braced themselves for the flow. Nothing
happened! Dillon Steyn shouted again, impatiently, to
get the water flowing and when nothing happened,
abandoned his place on the lead hose and went to the
Fire Engine to make sure the pumps were correctly
switched on. They were, so he then, very importantly
climbed up on top of the Tanker, opened a big
manhole on the top of it and his head and shoulders
disappeared inside. Immediately came this
disembodied voice, echoing strangely, “There’s no
bloody water in here!”.

I must say, after all the build up and histrionics, I
nearly died laughing. The Tanker had to be sent off to
a nearby stream to refill itself, meanwhile the house
was burning away still. Eventually there was not much
of it left and the fire was put out.

We all went home to bed and the next morning I

went to work as usual. I had not been there long when
the phone rang. Thank goodness I was not Fishing
because it was the Commissioner himself! Somebody
in the crowd had thought fit to phone him and tell him
the story and I got the usual, “Highest traditions of
the Force” story with which I was of course pleased.
Even more so a couple of days later when I got an
Official Commendation.

From the Gales, never ever a word. Perhaps they
were embarrassed about leaving their children!!

I found the "old Mission School" on Google Earth
and I’m definite I never went there!! I must have been
in the first cohort through the Sunnyside Prep School
as I remember building construction going on at the
time. I’ve still got my Report Card for the first half of
1957 and it’s signed by Doug Eccles(♰) as Head of
School. I’ve also attached a letter report from Doug
dated 23 April 1957. I think this shows the Prep
School opened earlier than you suggested – in time
for the beginning of the School Year 1957, (or at least
March when I enrolled). Date-wise we arrived in Beira
on my 10th Birthday 15 Feb 1947, took a couple of
days to get to Blantyre, stayed in a Hotel in the centre
of town, then moved out to the Nyambadwe Suburb
before I started School in early March.

PS - I was a shit of a Student and one of my
greatest reliefs is that I was never one of my
Teachers!!

This is what we have on record at the moment and I
would be pleased if anyone wants to amend, correct or
change this.........

MISSION SCHOOL - Opened May 1938. Doug ECCLES
(♰) was the Headmaster from 1956.

"SENIOR" SCHOOL - Std 5 Pupils moved to the two
Class Rooms, (on the right as you enter the School), in
approx June 1956. On 28th Jan 1957 the first ever
"Senior" Classes started at Nyambadwe - Form 1A and
1B with approx 60 pupils in all. The classes were held in
the same two Classrooms as the main School Buildings
had not yet been completed. The KGs and Stds 1 to 4
remained at the old Mission School. Robert "Bob"

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KLETTE(♰) was the first Headmaster but after only one
term he was promoted to 'Regional Director of
Education'. Hillary PARSONS(♰) was made Acting
Headmaster until a replacement could be found.

In 1957 it was realized that the two Classrooms at
Nyambadwe, (which had been intended to be the new
"Junior buildings" for the 'New' School were totaly
inadequate and the decision was taken to build a
complete separate new "Junior" School on the old Hostel
grounds in Sunnyside. Building started in this year.

It is un-recorded exactly when the "Seniors" actually
moved into the new Classrooms in the new building
although I remember that day well!! When we moved
into the new classrooms the Std 4 and 5 Pupils from the
old Mission School moved up to Nyambadwe into our old
Classrooms. Later in the year, or maybe during 1958,
the balance of the "Juniors" moved out of the old
"Mission" School and moved to the new School in
Sunnyside as the Classrooms were completed.
(NOTE - There was no Official Opening of the new
Nyambadwe School!!)

The new Headmaster William "Bill" OWEN (♰) arrived
in Nyasaland during 1957 and took up the
Headmastership at the School in January 1958.

PRIMARY SCHOOL - The Official Opening of the new
Sunnyside School took place on 11th July 1959. By which
time all the Junior Pupils had now been relocated to this
site. Doug ECCLES(♰) remained in his post of
Headmaster until 19??

RENAMING OF SCHOOLS - At the start of the 1958
School year the School was split into 3 separate entities
and renamed:-

St Andrew's KG - Based at Sunnyside
St Andrew's Preparatory - Based at Sunnyside
St Andrew's High - Based at Nyambadwe.

As mentioned ANY corrections, additions or
ammendments to this History will be appreciated.

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This Year is a Leap Year

This February has 29 days since 2012 is a Leap
Year. We have these to keep our Calendars and the
Natural Cycles such as the Seasons in step. The
Tropical Year is 365.242190 days long, so a Leap Year
must be added roughly once every four years. The
extra day, (known as a Leap Day), is added at the end
of February.

By the 16th Century the Calendar and the Seasons
were out of step by about 10 days and when Pope
Gregory XII implemented what is now known as the
Gregorian Calendar this was corrected to fix the errors
of the Julian Calendar. Introduced in 46 BC it added
one day every four years. However, around 10 BC, it
was found that the Priests in charge of calculating the
Calendar had been adding Leap Years every three
years instead of the four decreed by Caesar. As a
result of this error, no more Leap Years were added
until 8 AD. This was still too much however, and when
the Gegorian Calendar was introduced in September
1752 they had to cut out dates to make the years
correct for the New Calendar. So the days went 1st,
2nd, 14th, 15th, 16th .... 30th. The days/dates
between 2nd and 14th September in 1752 did NOT
exist

the Gregorian Calendar corrected this Leap Year
error by making all Century years, (that is those such
as 1500 and 1900), not Leap Years, but if the year
was divisible by 400 it would be a Leap Year. (So 2000
was a leap year).

Simply put, years divisible by 4 are Leap Years,
those divisible by 100 are not but those divisible by
400 are and finally those divisible by 4,000 are not.
This should keep everything working nicely for at
least another 20,000 years, by which time it will be
someone else’s problem!

It is interesting to note that Omar Khayyam’s
Calendar of the early 12th Century was more accurate
than our current one. Furthermore, the Mayan
Calendar was not the most accurate, and it did not
predict that the World will end on December 21 this
year!! (which is Witty's Birthday so it had better not!!)

I thought this might be of interest to you all. Also
we have to congratulate Heather Laithwaite
(Brighton) and John Sullivan as this year they can
have a "proper" Bithday on the 29th!! ENJOY!!

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The photo (above) showes the MV Chauncy Maples
being pulled up the Monkey Bay Slipway on the
wheeled bogeys. To do this, 'Naval Africa' of Durban
designed vertical steel supports which were attached
to wheeled bogeys on tracks.

Getting the four bogeys down the tracks into deep
water was the first challenge - it is only the start of
the Wet Season and the Lake level is low. The
engines of the MV Ilala's Lifeboats proved not strong
enough to pull the bogeys to the end of the tracks. So
a local Fishing Trawler came to the rescue and was
able to pull them far enough out.

The Chauncy Maples was then towed carefully to
sit over the bogeys and chocked into position, listing
slightly Lake-ward, starboard side. Slowly, slowly, two
winches pulled her up.

"I knotted T-shirts on each wire cable as markers to
watch that they all moved at the same speed.
Otherwise she might have bent out of shape or even
cracked", said Ross Girdler.

It took over six nerve-wracking hours to move the
Ship just 100 metres out of the water and up to the
top of the slipway.

"Technically this was probably the most difficult part
of the whole project", said a relieved Ross. "It was a
sterling Engineering effort with great Team-Work from
all at Monkey Bay.

And thanks also to Pieter Volschenk and his
Engineers at 'Naval Africa', for their impeccable
design and planning".

Here she will stay until the renovation is
completed in 2013.

THE SPELLING OF CH...Y
MAPLES

(Vol XXII No 1 of 1969)

(NOTE. The Rt. Rev. Ch..... Maples, of the Universities’
Mission to Central Africa, Bishop of Likoma, was accidentally
drowned in Lake Nyasa in September, 1895. Subsequently a
Mission Steamer was built and named after him. This
Steamer has now been bought by Malawi Railways and
refitted for general service an the Lake)

The spelling of Bishop
Maples’ First Name is one of
of those things you don’t
notice until your attention
is drawn to it - like the two
consecutive "of’s"’ in this
sentence above. See?

Anyway - which is it,
"Chauncey" or “Chauncy"?
To my mind there is no
doubt that "Chauncey"
looks right whereas
"Chauncy" does not. But
then, as they say, looks are
not everything .........

It was 'G.D.' who brought the matter up after one
of our Executive Committee Meetings last year. Those
experienced local Historians, Colin and Harry, at once
said firmly that the name should be spelt without the
"e". Peter, who collects Stamps and had seen it on the
Malawi series depicting Lake Steamers, said equally
firmly that it should be spelt with the "e". I was
positive that Peter was right and offered to prove it,
remembering that there was a photograph of the Ship
in the filing cabinet next door, I marched off to fetch
it. It showed the name clearly on the stern “CHAUNCY
MAPLES". The others laughed and seemed to think
that settled it. I thought, what a rotten photograph it
was!

Anyway, we went on arguing while 'G.D.' just
looked on with a knowing grin and then, after a bit, he
produced a letter he had with him and explained the
background.

It seems that the Minister of Transport and
Communications, the Hon J.D. Msonthi, had noticed
the discrepancy in spelling between "Chauncey
Maples" on the Stamps and "Chauncy Maples" in
correspondence about the boat itself. He decided to
resolve the matter. A
message was sent to
the D.C. at
NkhotaKhota asking
him to check the
spelling on the
Bishop's Grave there.
The answer came
back "Chauncy",
without the "e".

Then the Minister produced the various editions of
the 'Hand-Book of Nyasaland' in which every
reference to the boat spelt the name "Chauncey",
Next the Shipping Register at Fort Johnstone was
examined the result being "Chauncy". Various
interested people were contacted in the course of the
enquiries, including 'G.D.', and there was quite a buzz
amongst the Staff of the Minister of Transport and
Communications. Finally the help of the British High
Commission was sought. A message was sent to
London and soon the following reply came back :-

"We discovered from the Lambeth Palace Library
that Bishop 'Chauncy' Maples was born in 1552 and
so, armed. with this information I presented myself at
Somerset House, In looking through the General

Registry of Births I discovered that he was born on the
17th of February, 1852 and that the entry read
‘Chauncey', but that the "e" was crossed through. I
thereupon inspected the actual Certificate of Birth
and have discovered that the correct spelling is
'Chauncy'. There is no doubt about this because it is
quite clear that he had taken his Mother’s Maiden
Name of "Charlotte Elizabeth Chauncy."

As one of the interested parties a copy of this was
sent to 'G.D.' So he knew the answer all the time and
was having the rest of the Committee on! Actually it is
not surprising that there should be doubt as to the
correct spelling because I have since found a number
of respectable Authorities who spell the name wrongly
with the "e", beginning with the British Central Africa
Gazette in their Obituary Notice for the Bishop
published on 30th September 1895. Surely the Editor
of the Gazette should have known better, as should
the Rev, W.H. Woodward, a fellow Mission Worker of
Maples, who spells the name wrong in the
introduction to his "Outline of Makua Grammar".

Others have followed suit, such as S.S. Murray in
the various editions of "The Handbook of Nyasaland",
already mentioned and the compiler of the "Catalogue
of the Royal Empire Society Library", 1930.

The Central African Planter avoids the issue nicely
by referring only to "... the Bishop of Likoma".

Most interesting of all, of course, is the fact that
emerges from the letter quoted above, that the name
is spelt wrong, and then corrected, in the Somerset
House Register. No doubt the Clerk who copied the
name from due Birth Certificate automatically put in
the "e" because it "looked" right that way, and than
had to correct it!

And, to be quite honest, I agree with him, because
I still think "Chauncey" looks right!!

On the day the Stamps were issued I received a
phone call from Colin Baker asking whether I had
noticed anything odd about them - I confessed I had
not and he enlightened me about the incorrect
spelling of 'Chauncy'. When the error was brought to
the attention of the then Minister of Posts, John
Msonthi, it caused considerable embarrassment and
consternation and evidence was sought to establish
that the spelling was indeed correct. The Curator of
the Malawi Museum was consulted as was the
Government Agent at Nkhotakota where Bishop
Chauncy Maples was buried. and so forth, and
eventually in desperation The British High
Commissioner was asked to help.

The request was passed to the Foreign Office in
London where it was received by a Civil Servant who
duly gathered up his Bowler hat and umbrella and set
off for Somerset House where, in those days, all
records of Births and Deaths were kept. Upon seeing
Chauncy Maples' Birth Certificate the Civil Servant
smiled at what he read and then reported back to the
British High Commissioner in Malawi - and thence to
the Minister of Posts - that the Bishop's name was
indeed registered as "Chauncey" - but that the "e"
had been crossed out!!!

"Fear, of Water"

On the 11th of October a visit was paid by the

Students of Form I to the Government Veterinary

Department in Blantyre. During the course of the

visit Mr. Dundas-Taylor told us some interesting facts

about Rabies or Hydrophobia.

Rabies is a severe Disease to Man and Animal. It

is usually transmitted by the bite of an infected

Animal. It is caused by an Organism in the saliva of a

Rabid Animal but the actual Virus is unknown. It is so

small that it can not be seen under a Microscope.

In the Central Nervous system of a Rabid Animal,

small bodies called 'Protozoans' are present. Whether

or not these so-called "negri bodies" are the cause of

Rabies, their presence is a sure indication of

infection in suspected cases. The diagnosis is made

by Laboratory Examination of the brain.

The first signs of Rabies in Humans are difficulty

in breathing and inability to swallow not only water

but also saliva. Muscular spasms follow with periods

of mental excitement which always terminate in

paralysis and, ultimately, death. The average

duration of the Disease is five days.

Fortunately for Human Beings Rabies can be

prevented in nearly all cases.

[The name 'Hydrophobia' means "Fear of Water"

and was applied from a mistaken idea that a "mad"

Dog ls afraid of water.]

Some of the Walt Disney Film

Teams who film his real life adventures are like

Flaherty.

Film Teams and Film Stars alike live in four-

wheeled Trucks which have beds installed, and

cooking facilities.

Taita Falcon (Falco fasciinucha)

2nd October 2011. I managed to locate the
inselberg North of Mwanza where the Taita Falcon was
found nesting 35 years ago, in November 1976, and I
believe there is still a pair there.

Identification was not easy because at the time I
saw this Bird, it was flying above the inselberg about
half-a-kilometre away from where I was on the road,
and at a height of about 500ft above where I was. It
made a typical Falcon stoop, which distinguished it
from the Rock Kestrels, which were gliding above and
around the face of the inselberg. Later it perched on
top of the inselberg, in a characteristic stance. Thus I
could only see the general shape and (small) size, and
no colours. I have to admit I unfortunately did not see
it flying in the characteristic Parrot-like fashion; it
simply glided on pointed wings. I did walk up to the
inselberg, and climbed up onto the adjoining Plateau,
but the Falcon did not reappear, in-spite of calling it
on my ipod.

I also saw what I took to be another Taita Falcon
perched on a small tree on the top of the adjacent
inselberg. With this Bird I could see the typical plain

Cecil B. de Mille took his entire cast to Egypt for

the filming of "The Ten Commandments" so that the

film would have the right setting. He searched for the

most suitable place for months and many feet of film

came into his Hollywood offices before the right

place was found.

The men who wander around the World looking

for the right settings for the film seldom get the

credit due to them, filming today is a hard, healthy

job which gives the people involved a chance to visit

different Countries that they would not normally

visit.

Slaty Egret (Egretta vinaceigula)

Four were seen by Etienne and Martie Rousseau
during a Waterbird count at Kaumbe Farm, next to
Elephant Marsh, Nchalo, in December 2009. Slaty
Egrets are not on the Malawi List, although there are
two unproven records from 1976 and 1977, one of
which was from Nchalo. Here is the Rousseau’s first-
hand account:

"It was as big a shock to us to see the Slaty Egrets
at the Marsh, we did not expect it to see them here.
The last time we saw Slaty Egrets, (in 2000), was in
Moremi in Botswana and we checked our book to
make sure! The Egrets were 20 paces from us in the
shallows and we sat in our car watching them, as the
inlet to the Pump Station allowed us to drive to the
water’s edge. Due to the fact that we were in our
Bakkie, the Birds allowed us to really come close.

We sat there for about 4 hours with the Egrets
hunting. The yellow legs, the white around the beak
and the red feathers on the neck were the sure way to
identify them. We have since this time not seen them,
and have seen two Black Egrets twice in the Marsh at
Kaumbe.

Rock Pratincole (Glareola nuchalis)

An individual was seen
and photographed by
Duncan Yearley at Lifupa
Dam, Kasungu National
Park, on 7th November
2011. This is a New Atlas
Record, but it is notable
because this species has
not been seen near here
before, the closest sightings being the Luangwa Valley
in Zambia and Lake Kazuni, (Vwaza Marsh WR), in
Malawi. It is an intra-African Migrant that breeds in the
middle Shire River from August to December.
Wanderers are occasionally seen elsewhere from late
July to late December.

Bennett’s (or Speckle-throated)
Woodpecker

(Campethera bennettii scriptoricauda)

Observed and photographed by Rita Manning at
Mkulumadzi, Majete Wildlife Reserve, on 24th July
2011. This Woodpecker is treated as a full species by
Sinclair & Ryan, (2003 – Birds of Africa, South of the
Sahara), but is treated as a subspecies by Dowsett-
Lemaire & Dowsett, (2006 – The Birds of Malawi), as
there is a zone of intergradation between the two
subspecies, between Chikwawa and Kapiriuta. This
sub-species occurs from the Southern Lakeshore
Southwards. In constrast to C. b. bennettii, it has a
speckled rather than a plain white throat.

Hybrid Blacksmith - Spur-winged
Lapwing from Liwonde NP

Reported and
photographed by Samuel
Chihana, from Mvuu
Camp, Liwonde NP on
20th November 2011.
The Bird in the
photograph, (likely a
hybrid) appears to be
paired with a Spur-
winged Lapwing. A
second pair consisted of a
Blacksmith Lapwing
(Vanellus armatus) and a Spur-winged Lapwing
(Vanellus spinosus). They had a nest with eggs in it
(see photograph below).

Comments from John Wilson:

This looks very much like a
HYBRID between a Blacksmith
Lapwing (Plover) and a Spur-
Winged Lapwing (Plover). The
Spur-winged Lapwing has been
extending its range South from
Senegal – Tanzania, bringing it in
increasing contact with
Blacksmith Lapwings, with which
it is competing, and to which it is
also closely related.

A Spur-winged Lapwing was first observed in
Malawi in July 1993 in Liwonde National Park, then
annually at the same site. They have also now been
found at Dwangwa Sugar Estate, (Ethanol factory
sludge settlement tanks!). from December, 1997, at
the South end of the Mpatsanjoka Dambo in
December 2002, and at Mkhuba on the Western shore
of Lake Chilwa in July 2005, (by yours truly!), and one
was seen in Lilongwe in October 2005.

The exact identity of immature Birds at Liwonde is
uncertain: on 15 July and 21 August 1998 a female
Spur-winged Lapwing was seen mating with a male
Blacksmith Lapwing, then both Birds took turns to
incubate the eggs. Hybridisation has been strongly
suspected in Kenya too.

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285. Brandy Snaps
2 ozs. butter Grated rind of one lemon
2 ozs. golden syrup Small quantity of ground
2 ozs. sugar ginger if desired
2 ozs. flour

Melt together in a saucepan, butter, sugar and syrup.
Add flour and flavouring and stir well. Well grease
(with butter) a large baking sheet and drop on
mixture in pieces about the size of a walnut - not too
close to one another. Bake in sharp oven until golden
brown. Remove tin, allow to cool until slightly firm
and then roll round tin horns or knife handles until
set.
N.B. Butter must be used - no substitute is as satisfactory.

BISCUITS:-

286. Ginger Nuts
4 ozs. margarine 12 ozs. flour
4 ozs. sugar 1 tablespoon ginger
½ teaspoon bicarb soda 3 tablespoon golden syrup

Slightly warm margarine, sugar and syrup and beat
to a cream. Add flour and ginger and dissolve soda
bicarb in a little cold water. Mix and work up in stiff
dough. Put on greased baking tin in pieces the size of
a nut. Bake in a moderate oven.

287. Ginger Biscuits
½ lb. flour ½ lb. butter
1 teaspoon golden syrup ½ lb. sugar
½ teaspoon ginger 3 eggs

Mix butter and sugar together. Add flour, ginger and
golden syrup and eggs. Knead all together, roll out
and cut. Bake in moderate oven.

288. Honey Biscuits
2 ozs. honey 1 egg yolk
3 ozs. castor sugar 6 ozs. flour
4 ozs. butter 1 level teaspoon baking powder
½ teaspoon ground cinnamon

For Coating:
2 dessertspoons castor sugar ½ teaspoon cinnamon.

The “NYASALAND Cookery Book and Household Guide”, was compiled and

published by the Nyasaland Council of Women. It was first published in the 1940s and

is hard to find. A hardcovered, updated version was produced in the 60s and a new

reproduction is planned for 2012.

THE ROAD COUNT OF VULTURES AND OTHER
RAPTORS IN MALAWI

that Vultures have undergone a severe decline in
Malawi, especially in Kasungu and Liwonde NPs.

The good news is that numbers appear to be
increasing in Majete Wildlife Reserve. Several Vulture
sightings that were published in Vocifer were used in
the report, so thank you to all who contributed Vulture
sightings.

Bird Atlas paper accepted for publication:

NOVEL METHODS REVEAL SHIFTS IN MIGRATION
PHENOLOGY OF BARN SWALLOWS IN SOUTH
AFRICA.

This paper shows how Barn Swallows Migration
patterns have changed since the start of the first Bird
Atlas Projects (SABAP1) in South Africa. It’s very
satisfying for those who take the trouble to participate
in this fantastic Citizen Science Project! It shows the
value of lots of data and the way in which
observations made by Birders can still be relevant to
science 20 years later.

SUMMARY: Many Migratory Bird species have
advanced their arrival date at Northern Hemisphere
Breeding Grounds, showing a clear biotic response to
recent climate change. Earlier arrival helps maintain
their synchrony with earlier Springs but little is known
about the associated changes in Phenology in their
non-breeding grounds. This paper examines the
Phenology of Barn Swallows in South Africa, where a
large proportion of the Northern European-breeding
population spends its non-Breeding Season. On their
North-bound journey, Barn Swallows leave South
Africa rapidly, resulting in mean stopover durations of
140 days in the South and 180 days in the North.
Swallows are now leaving Northern parts of South
Africa eight days earlier than they did 20 years ago,
and so shortened their stay in areas where they
previously stayed the longest. In contrast, they did

Africa, leading to a more synchronized departure
across the country.

The results suggest that these Birds gain their
extended Breeding Season in Europe partly by leaving
South Africa earlier.

Quickly running out to
have a clear view of the sky, we hardly trusted our
eyes.

A huge Eagle was flying over our main building
towards the Shire River carrying something big and
screaming. The noise was ear-piercing and difficult to
identify, it also happened so fast that by the time we
thought of our binoculars, the Eagle and its victim had
already disappeared on the other bank of the river.

Some 10 minutes later we heard our Kitchen Staff
laughing, and they were quite unable to stop for some
time. As it turned out the Eagle had picked up a Piglet
from one of our Staff who lives in the village next to
us and, as it is in our human nature, the misfortune of
others brings certain delight to us.

Tips:

Lock Down Your Profile
Facebook Timeline puts all your information

conveniently on display - here's how to fix that.

Facebook's Timeline is coming,
whether you like it or not, to
Facebook accounts everywhere -
including yours. I've been using
Timeline for about a month now,
and I'm not sure how I feel about it.

On the one hand, it's a lot easier to find things -
events, wall posts, etc, because you can now search
your Facebook profile by date. On the other hand, it's
much easier for other people - friends, strangers, you
name it - to find things, because they can now search
your Facebook profile by date.

Timeline Tell-all
As it turns out, I've posted a lot of things - not all

of which are totally tame and/or work-appropriate -
over the past eight years that I've had Facebook. And
now they're all neatly categorized by date.

While it's true that you could technically see
these posts before the introduction of Timeline, you
would have had to do a lot more work. For example,
in order to see my posts from 2006, you would have
had to go to my Facebook profile, wait for the 20 or
so most recent posts to load, and then click "Older
posts" about…500 times. Honestly, if someone really
wanted to see my posts from 2006 that badly, more
power to them.

But now they can just see those posts by going to
the right side of my profile and hitting 2006 - and
then choosing the month they want to see posts from.
This convenient access to my info is little unnerving,
in my opinion.

So here's how to fix that..........

CCOOMMPPUUTTEERR CCOORRNNEERR
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Beat sugar and fat to a cream, add egg yolk and stir
quickly for a minute. Warm the honey slightly to melt
it. Sieve the dry ingredients and stir gradually into
the egg mixture. Moisten with the honey. Mix all to a
smooth paste, then put aside in a cool place until it
becomes more workable.

289. Chocolate Biscuits
4 tablespoons flour 1 teaspoon baking powder
1 tablespoon cornflour 1 egg
2½ tablespoons sugar
2 tablespoons butter Little almond or vanilla essence
1 tablespoon cocoa

Cream butter and sugar, add beaten egg and
essence, then add dry ingredients, (which have been
sifted together). Roll out and cut in rounds. Bake in
fairly hot oven.

290. Various Biscuits
1 teaspoon baking powder 2 large eggs
½ lb. flour A little milk if necessary
6 ozs. butter 2 ozs. chocolate, or 2 ozs.
4 ozs. sugar ground almonds, or juice
1 lb. cornflour of 1 orange or g lemon

Put all dry ingredients into mixing bowl; make a
"bay" in the centre; break in the eggs. Knead well
until quite smooth. Roll out and cut. Bake in a very
hot oven. When cool sandwich together with jam or
butter icing.

291. Digestive Biscuits
10 ozs. wholemeal ¼ lb. butter
3 or 4 ozs. sugar teaspoon bicarb. soda
½ teaspoon salt 1 egg

Rub butter into meal to which has been added soda
and salt. Add sugar, bind together with egg. Roll out
1/8, inch thick. Cut with cutter and bake till brown.

292. Shrewsbury Biscuits
½ lb. flour Yolks of three Native eggs
1 large teaspoon baking powder Pinch of salt
4 ozs. sugar Flavouring
4 ozs. butter, or little less ghee

Cream butter and sugar. Add egg yolks, and work in
the flour, etc till a stiff smooth paste is obtained. Roll
out on a floured board. Cut into rounds or fancy
shapes ¼ inch thick. Bake slowly for 15-20
minutes.

Make Your Timeline Private
The first step to Facebook privacy is making your

profile, or Timeline, private. To do this, go to Privacy
Settings > How You Connect and change the settings
for "Who can post on your timeline?" and "Who can
see posts by others on your timeline?" from "Public"
to "Friends."

Go to Privacy Settings > How Tags Work and
change the settings for "Maximum Timeline
Visibility" from "Public" to "Friends."

If you're super-intense, you can change those
settings to "Custom" and choose "Only Me" -- then
you'll be the only one who can see the posts.

Finally, limit your past posts - which may have
been made public at the time - to Friends only. To do
this, go to "Limit the Audience for Past Posts" and
click "Manage Past Post Visibility," then "Limit Old
Posts." This will change all past posts to Friends-only,
even if you initially made them public.

Hide Past Posts
This is the hard part - because it takes awhile. Go

to your Timeline and look to the right. There will be a
list of years - all of the years that you have been
using Facebook and posting items, as well as any
years that you or your friends have posted about, (for
example, years people were born).

To pare down catalogue of information, you'll
have to start from the very beginning. Click on the
first year you started using Facebook. You'll see 20
"highlights" from that year, as well as month-by-
month breakdowns. First you'll need to click on the
upper right corner of each of the "highlight" posts
and choose "Hide from Timeline." If you're truly bold,
you can choose "Delete Post" instead.

Once a post is "hidden" it shouldn't come back to
haunt you - until the next Facebook redesign. If you
delete the post, you will be deleting it forever,
(certain posts, such as friend acceptances, and life
events like your birth, can't be deleted).

After you hide or delete the "highlight" posts,
you'll need to click on each month and hide or delete
all of those posts. This will take a long time,
depending on how many posts you have, but it's
worth it. Occasionally items, such as friend
acceptances, will be grouped together and you'll
have the option of hiding all of them at once.

Continue to hide/delete all of your posts - month

by month, year by year, until you get to 2012.

»
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Delete Your Posts From Other People's
Timelines

Once you've successfully hidden or deleted all of

your Timeline posts, it's time to move onto other

people. This is perhaps a more important step than

deleting the posts on your Timeline, because you

have no control over how other people protect their

Facebook privacy, (or don't).

To remove your posts from someone else's

Timeline, go to your Timeline and click "Activity

Log." You can now see all of your posts - comments,

likes, and events - organized by date. To see just your

posts, click "All" in the upper right corner and choose

"Your Posts"

Anytime you wrote on someone's wall, you'll be

able to delete that post - not hide it, because it's no

longer on your Timeline, but delete it so that it won't

show up on their Timeline.

Good Luck!!

I know - at the moment this is a pretty time-

consuming process, and there's no way to quicken it

up. If you hide a bunch of posts at once, Facebook

may ask you if you want to hide all of the posts from

that year. I clicked this earlier, however, and now I'm

still seeing posts from that year pop up. So it's better

to just do it right the first time, and get rid of each

post individually, than take the easy way out.

If you have a ton of posts from past years that you

don't want people to see, you may want to just

consider getting rid of your Facebook account and

starting from scratch.

Otherwise, I suggest manually going through your

Timeline over a few days, (or weeks), while watching

old episodes of your favourite TV

program, because it can be

pretty tedious. And be sure to

check out how your Timeline

looks by clicking the gear button

and then "View As…" to see how

your profile appears to strangers

and friends.

Malawian Women Protest
over 'Trouser Attacks'

Hundreds of people have protested in Blantyre in

Malawi about attacks on women for wearing

trousers.

Some women were this week beaten and stripped

by vendors on the streets of the Capital, Lilongwe,

and Blantyre for not wearing traditional dress.

A BBC Reporter says women wore trousers and

mini-skirts to the demonstration to show their

outrage.

President Bingu wa Mutharika has said on

National Radio that women had the right to wear

what they want.

He denied reports that he had ordered women to

stop wearing trousers, and ordered anyone harassing

women to be arrested.

Until 1994, women in the deeply conservative

Southern African country were banned from

Current News from and about Malawi

wearing trousers or mini-skirts under the Autocratic

Rule of Hastings Banda. Men were also banned from

having long hair.

Women have also been attacked for wearing

trousers in Kenya, South Africa and Zimbabwe in

recent years.

'Abominable'

The BBC's Raphael Tenthani in Blantyre says

Vice-President Joyce Banda, the Gender Minister,

several MPs, Church Leaders, University Lecturers

and other Activists attended Friday's protest.

One sign was held up during the gathering with

the words: "Real men don't bother women" and some

of the women wore white T-shirts saying: "Vendor:

Today I buy from you, tomorrow you undress me?"

"The reason why I'm here is because I'm in total

disbelief that in the year 2012 women are being

stripped naked," Ms Banda told the BBC at the vigil.

Speaker after Speaker condemned the

harassment of women, saying Malawi could not

afford to turn back the clock, our correspondent says.

Women who want to wear trousers should do so,

as you will be protected from thugs, vendors and

terrorists”

"Trousers and mini-skirts for most women in

Malawi is a symbol for our hard-won freedom from

the One-Party Dictatorship to the Multiparty Era,"

one woman said.

"Therefore it has been a shock... that 18 years

after that Multiparty [Era began] we can sit here and

talk about women being undressed in town. It's

abominable."

Our correspondent says men and boys also

attended the event where there was dancing and

singing, with the Bob Marley classic "No Woman No

Cry" getting the loudest cheers.

A vendors' representative at the protest, Innocent

Mussa, was booed off the stage by the women, he

says.

"I'm ashamed to be associated with the»

Last year, the UK and other Donors cut Aid to

Malawi, amid criticism of its Economic Policies and

its attitude to the Opposition and Journalists.

President Mutharika on Thursday made a

Nationwide Broadcast, calling for an end to the

attacks.

"I will not allow anyone to... go on the streets and

start undressing women and girls wearing trousers,

because that is illegal," he said.

"You are free to wear what you want. Women who

want to wear trousers should do so, as you will be

protected from thugs, vendors and terrorists."

Madonna's £96k Payout to
Sacked Malawi Workers
Madonna has agreed to pay almost £100,000 to a

group of Charity Workers who sued the Star after her

plans to build a School in Malawi were abandoned

last year.

The Singer who has an estimated fortune of more

than £400million, was facing a Court Case to answer

claims of dismissal and unpaid wages from eight

Charity Workers who lost their jobs when plans for

her "Raising Malawi Academy", a 500-Pupil Girls’

School, collapsed last March.

But the Case, which was due to be heard at

Malawi's Industrial Relations Court in Blantyre, was

averted at the last minute after the two sides reached

an Out-of-Court Settlement last month, with

Madonna agreeing to pay £96,000.

Court documents relating to the deal made clear

that the 53-year old Star, who has two adopted

children from Malawi, does not acknowledge guilt.

The papers also reveal that the Claimants were

expected to sign Confidentiality Agreements. The

Claimants included the Charity’s former Chief

Executive, Anjimile Oponyo, a one-time UN Employee

who was hand-picked by Madonna to run the

Academy.

A Lawyer for the group said yesterday that his

Clients had not yet received their payouts.

Wapona Kita said: "The money was supposed to

be paid there-and-then but It is over four weeks later

and no has been paid. I have tiled to contact

Madonna's Lawyers in Malawi but their response is

they are having extreme difficulty transferring the

money from the US.

Each member's current country of
residence is indicated either with that country's Flag
or by using the 3-letter International Olympic Country
Identifier. All, known, Deceased Saints are marked in
Purple and suffixed with (†). Teacher's names are
shown in BOLD, with surnames in UPPER-CASE.
AWOL Saints are coloured Orange.

Schools attended are indicated by -
{M} for the Old Scottish Mission School;
{P} for the Preparatory School;
{H} for the High School;
(and {C} for the Convent).

Listing of the School Houses – The School
Houses at the Prep School, and for the start of the
Senior School in the New Buildings, were Beit [Bt];
Livingstone [Lv]; Rhodes [Rh] and Stanley [St].
Once the High School started the new Headmaster ran
a competition for new House Names and they were
changed to Johnston [JH], Laws [LW], Livingstone
[LV] and Sharpe [SH]. All Houses are colour coded
with the House Colour. If you can't remember your
House it's listed as [??]. If Pupils were transferred
between Houses the last House is listed as your
House.

In 1964, due to a drop of almost 50% in pupil
numbers, Sharpe was discontinued, but later, at the
begining of 1970 it was re-instated.
